3. How To Use It
Talk to an Agent Directly
Go to the topic → ask your question → that agent handles it.

Examples:
1. Go to Research → “What do we know about Sidekicker’s pricing?”
1. Go to Builder → “What’s the status of the messaging UI?”
1. Go to Sales → “Who’s overdue for a callback?”

Talk to Main Rivet (DM)
For anything complex, cross-domain, or when you want full context — message Rivet directly. Rivet coordinates everything.

Examples:
1. “Build the Stripe checkout and get it reviewed”
1. “Research AFSL requirements then update the product spec”
1. “What should I focus on today?”

4. Workflows
ReviewFlow (Code Quality)
1. Kimi drafts the code (fast, cheap)
1. Claude Code reviews it (catches bugs, security issues)
1. Clean code gets committed

To trigger: Tell Builder “build X with ReviewFlow” or tell Rivet in DM.

Idea Pipeline (Multi-Agent Analysis)
Drop an idea → it gets analysed from multiple angles:
1. Product — User value, priority
1. Research — Market validation
1. Builder — Technical feasibility
1. Sales — Customer fit

To trigger: Drop idea in Ideas topic, or tell Rivet “run this through the idea pipeline.”

Tips
1. Stay in the right topic — Sales questions in Sales, code questions in Builder
1. Use DM for complex stuff — Rivet has full context, topic agents are specialised
1. Agents update TOPICS.md — Their current state is always there
1. Check profiles for deep context — memory/agents/[role]-profile.md

If Something Goes Wrong
1. Check the System topic — SysOps monitors infrastructure
1. Message Rivet (DM) — Can check all agents and fix issues
1. Read AGENT-SYSTEM.md — Full recovery checklist
